I.  Meeting called to order:  10:01am by Mr. Charles Ross

II. Approval of Minutes:  January minutes e-mailed to Board by Smith, additional copies available at meeting.  Changed word Month to March, discussed last item in reference to Legislative committee voting for clarification.  Motion to approve:  Ron Smith, Bill Hindman 2nd; vote approves.

III. Action Items:

VI. Financial Report:  

a. Nix reported deposit of SWANA back dues (approx. $22,000)
b. Nix reported that Ross executed a contract for legislative / lobbying work for Brian Sledge, contract given to Donna Pirkle.

c. Motion to waive multiple signatures for routine monthly payments on contracted items up to the contracted amount (such as legal advisor’s invoices).  Motion:  Bill Hindman, 2nd Rebecca Huber, vote approves

d. Nix presented an invoicing summary for Lloyd Gosselink invoices for all work items assigned to them. Discussion followed on whether we need a budget dollar figure for each and every line item.  Ron Smith to review past minutes to determine any dollar figure authorization for each of the previously approved work items.

Mary Nix is to formulate a letter and route via Paul for submission to the TCEQ addressing the problems this presents for members of the solid waste community as well as the potential problems it may present when attempting to permit a facility.

b. Mary Nix stated that we have about one-half of the needed proctors and she asked that we all look for volunteers.
