1. Call to Order by Lonnie Banks. 

2. Minutes of the Board meeting of June 14, 2002 were presented. Motion to accept was made, seconded and carried.

3.   Financial Report:  Kemler reported that he had not received a bank statement since the   mailing address had been changed and would defer the June report until the next Board meeting. 

4. Chapter Business: 

A .Legislative Update. 

i) Tessman Road Landfill.  Gosselink reported that no request for an amicus brief on the Tessman Road case had been made.

ii) Compliance History Rule.  The Attorney General’s opinion about whether the compliance history should use a 3-year of a 5-year period generally said that the TNRCC should follow its established procedures/guidelines.   TNRCC said it would follow the AG’s opinion, thus not providing a resolution. 

iii) Drainage.  TNRCC was provided a proposed drainage policy prepared by Jeff Young and Larry Dunbar.  Wayne Lee will develop an internal guidance document on drainage (addressing significant increase, ____, etc.), similar to their waste ballast document, for staff and applicants to follow in reviewing permit applications and Mods.  We will need to provide input into this development process when the draft is complete.  Jeff Young and Larry Dunbar should be participants in that process and the Board will suggest either of those individuals, if other work group sectors have not selected them for participation.  The Board will also propose Don Ward (with Bill Hindman as additional support) as a work group participant.  Paul will provide an update to the Board in August.

iv) NSPS/MCAT.  SWANA has developed comments and Lloyd, Gosselink ( Laura Lavelle),et al is providing input.  Paul suggested that TxSWANA also provide separate comments on the issue.  The Board concurred.  Comments due NLT 7/22/02.

v) TNRCC GOP.  There are concerns about the air general operating permit.  Sites are overdue for inspection.  Irving and Denton have had their landfill sites inspected.  TNRCC’s presentation discussed this topic.

B. A presentation on Hybrid Electric Technology was made by Richard Hayes of the University of Texas Center for Electromechanics.  This presentation discussed current applications in heavy construction and off-road applications.  Mr. Hayes wanted to know if the Board had any interest in the development of a hybrid-electric garbage truck (there was discussion and interest) and would the Board support a development project.  Mr. Gosselink asked who the competition was (in this development field) and were any of our existing, supporting vendors developing this type of  vehicle.  Mr. Hayes did not know of any competitors and said that auto/truck manufacturers conducted R & D, but did not publicize their projects.  Mr. Hayes will write an article for our newsletter, which may draw interest or comment from our members and we may find a source of developers of such vehicles or vendors that may wish us to give them consideration in such a development project.  Funding sources were also discussed.

C. TNRCC-Air: Beryl Thatcher made a presentation on Air GOP revisions under consideration.  Permit by Rule (Chapter 106) and “New Source Review” Authorization for facilities like composting operations and flares were discussed.    Several concerns were expressed.  The Board decided to set up a meeting with John Steib (TNRCC Air) as soon as possible to resolve some of the questions about the draft rules.

Consider having presentations on “New Source Review” and “Air Permit Rules/Updates” at our next annual conference.

D. IB Report: No new IB information to report.
